Transport: Minibuses & Leader Support Vehicles to and from the campsite

Activities: Lots of activities proposed both on-site and off-site including:

Archery, rifle shooting, climbing & abseiling, sea kayaking, swimming pool, ten pin bowling, town/city visit, day out on the beach, pioneering projects, and finally the usual scouting activities including, backwoods cooking, campfires, survival techniques and camp gadget making plus a BBQ/ten pin bowling trip to end the camp. 

Please also see our draft programme below for more information about the activities.

Cost: The cost of this camp will include campsite fees, transportation to and from camp and activity locations, food, equipment hire, and all activities. It will cost £125 per person. This payment will include an initial non-refundable £5 deposit. Should you wish you can pay by instalments into a ‘camp bank system’ as much or as little as you like until the final balance is met. The total due must be paid 4 weeks before we set off for camp (2nd July 2009). It will be up to the individual to decide how much spending money they wish to bring along, but we recommend no more than £30 maximum which can be held in the camp bank for you until you require it. There is a small shop in Parkmill where souvenirs and snacks are available.

Help

We are always very grateful for any help parents can give; this year we have some particular requirements, 

Canoes: - we are taking the canoes on camp this year but we cannot tow the canoes behind the mini bus. We are therefore looking for a willing parent to take and bring back the canoes using our trailer.

Transport of Personnel kit: - Has anyone got a van or trailer that they are willing to help transport personal kit down to camp (we are using a lorry to transport all the Main Camping kit)

Adult help on Camp:- We are also looking for some extra Adult help with our activities on camp.  Are there any parents willing to help on camp, we normally have the availability of the older Explorers but this year they are running there own programme so this just leaves Sandra, Jane and myself to run the camp so some extra adult help would be gratefully received. All adults who come on camp will have to CRB’d so please pick up a form from myself soon so that can be processed.  It is great fun and very rewarding.
